How to use my GTT scripts
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Update: 2013

Due to changes by Google, the paster scripts can now only be used in Chrome.
We extract the source text from the HTML source code of the frame of the source language in GTT.

Simply click anywhere in the source text frame, then right-click and select your browser's option to view the "frame" source code.  Then save the source code as an HTM(L) file in the same folder as the scripts.  Save it as e.g. "sourcecode.html".

If you're using Firefox, you need to install an add-on:

https://addons.mozilla.org/en-us/firefox/addon/quickframe/
I just use Opera.  You may need to edit the scripts to reflect the window titles on your machine.
Now use gtt_src_extract v4 to extract the source text from sourcecode.html.  It will process the file and produce an output file called e.g. sourcecode_output.txt.

Now open sourcecode_output.txt in MS Word, and convert it to a table.  I use a macro for that (well, two macros, in fact).
Oh, I assume you have the tw4win styles (from e.g. Trados or Wordfast) in your normal.dot.

gtt_1stsource:

This macro converts the sourcecode_output.txt to a table.

Now translate the file.

The final translation must have the source text in the left column and the translation in the right column.

Convert the table to text, and save as UTF8 text.  Make sure you have no line breaks within cells (or: convert line breaks to !!!LF!!!).  Save it as e.g. translation.txt.

Now use the script "gtt fix placeables (for wfc files) with spacedelete (2curl)" on translation.txt to convert the curly tags into numbered tags that GTT recognises.  This script will attempt to guess their numbers correctly, but there is really no way to be certain.  If there is a tag mismatch, fix it manually while you paste into GTT.

Now go to GTT, click in the first cell, and then run the script "todo idiot2gtt with source compare".  This script will read from the translation.txt one line at a time.  The script inserts the source text into the cell using a keyboard shortcut -- I'm not sure if the keyboard shortcuts work in all browsers, but I use Opera and it works fine.  The script then compares the source text in GTT with the source text in the translation.txt, and if they are the same, it pastes the translation from translation.txt into GTT, and moves to the next segment.

If you ever need to stop "todo idiot2gtt with source compare" and restart it, remember to cut the finished lines from the top of translation.txt first, otherwise it will start pasting from the top of the file again.  Don't press Escape too often.
While the scripts are running, you can't do anything else on your computer.  It is possible to use the script in a virtual machine if you do not share the clipboard with the host.

Sorry, I wrote this guide quickly, since I normally use the GTT scripts for software translation, and I typically fix things as I go along.  The scripts are not perfect but they save a lot of time.
Using macros in MS Word: Alt+F8.

Oh, I also have scripts that process the target column of GTT, because I often have to proofread translations done by others.  In such a case, I extract both columns and convert them to MS Word tables, then merge them together and then process them from there.
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
