TransitHack 1.0

How to use Transit with Wordfast.

Requirements:

1. The AutoIt script transithack.exe

2. A blank document called transithack.doc

3. Wordfast and Transit PE, obviously

First, add the macro to MS Word.

1. In MS Word, go Tools -> Macro -> Macros

2. Type any new name for your macro (eg. "A1hack")

3. Click "Create"

4. At the point where the cursor is, type this:

ActiveDocument.Bookmarks("WfTarget").Range.Select

Selection.Copy

5. Click the little X and click "OK"

Next, tell Wordfast to execute that macro just before moving on to the next segment

1. Open the Wordfast control panel

2. Go Setup -> PB

3. Add the following PB command:

MacroPostSegmentation=A1hack

4. Close and save

Next, prepare Transit for the ride

1. Open the project in Transit, so that you can see the source and target text panes

2. Minimise all panes except for the target pane, and maximise the target pane

3. In Transit, go View -> Display/Hide Attributes

4. Set it up as follows (see screenshot1):

4.1 Segment markers = Display full segment markers

4.2 Tags = Display full tags

4.3 Deactivate tag protection = yes

4.4 Both WYSIWIGs = no

5. In Transit's View menu, ensure the following settings:

5.1 Wordwrap = no

5.2 Each Segment On New Line = yes

Finally, arrange the windows on your screen

1. The Transit window should be maximised, and the cursor at the very top of the document

2. The MS Word window should float on top of the Transit window so that the Transit window is still visible (so that you can see what happens in it while MS Word is open)

Now run the script, and off you go!

Usage

To start at any time, place the cursor in the Transit window inside some untranslatable text (a segment that contains only code and no text to translate).  The first time you do this, you'll start by placing the cursor at the very top of the file.  Then go to MS Word, and press Alt+DownArrow, and then Alt+NumpadPlus.

What should happen, is this:  Transit will activate, the next segment will be copied, Word will activate, and a Wordfast session with that segment will start.  Then, just translate the segment, and when you're done, press Alt+DownArrow (this will end the session, because that'll be the last segment).  Then press Alt+NumpadPlus.  This should send the translated segment back to Transit, and copy something again, and send it to MS Word.

So the sequence is:

when a segment appears in MS Word, Alt+DownArrow, translate it (if necessary), Alt+DownArrow, Alt+NumpadPlus.

Some notes

* Wordfast will not segment something like </p> or similar.  If that appears in MS Word as the whole segment, just do what you always do... Alt+DownArrow (which will do nothing), then Alt+NumpadPlus (which will cause the next sequence to execute).

* If at any stage you lose your place, you can start again, by putting the cursor in Transit inside a segment with no translatable text (the segment after that segment will then be the first segment to go into MS Word).  Then go Alt+DownArrow and Alt+NumpadPlus in MS Word.

* Pressing Alt+DownArrow when there's no translatable text, is strictly speaking not necessary, but I suggest it so that your rhythm remains the same.

* Transit autopropagates 100% matches, which means that sometimes you'll find translated text being offered for translation in MS Word.  In such cases, just go Alt+Ins to copy the source to the target, and continue as normal.

* When you stop, remember to stop the script also by right-clicking in the systray.

Updates

1. A better macro to use, is this (but I haven't actually tried it) (it's all one line):

ActiveDocument.Range(ActiveDocument.Bookmarks("WfTarget").Start, ActiveDocument.Bookmarks("WfTarget").End-1).Copy
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
